Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart was born in Salzburg, Austria, (0) on January 27th, 1756. He had just been settled in the
14 capital when he met Constance Weber, and soon married her despite of his father's
15 opposition. Once in Vienna, Mozart found himself surrounded by the most brilliant
16 musical and literary figures of the time. While he was still been living in Vienna, his
17 stunning successes as a composer took him to Prague twice and, in 1789, to Germany.
18 
Joseph II's death marked the end of Mozart's fortune. The new emperor, Leopold II,

19 withdrew from the court's financial support, and , before he could even realise it, Mozart
20 found himself in misery. He died in 1791 and was buried in one of the Vienna's cemeteries.
